U THANT, has said after
that his talks with Soviet

Jeaders had confirmed his fear that the conflict in Viet-Nam
was likely to develop into a major war and spill over the
frontiers if the present trend was continued.

The Secretary-General re-
turned to New York on Satur-
day, 30 July, and described
his talks with Soviet leaders
as frank, friendly, and very
useful. He said that the Viet-
Nam conflict had inevitably

dominated his conversations
with the Secretary-General of
the Soviet Communist Party,
Mr. Leonid Breznev; Premier
Alexei Kosygin, and the Ac-
ting Foreign Minister, Mr. Ku-
znetzov, and that disarmament
and European issues were also
among the topics of discussion.

In reaffirming his fears
about the danger of a major
war, the Secretary-General
said that the Soviet leaders
nhad told him that they were
prepared to render all possible
assistance to the Government
of North-Viet-Nam. He poin-
ted out that while the United
States viewed North Viet-Nam
as. the aggressor, the USSR
viewed the United States as
the aggressor and that it was
very difficult to reconcile the-
se viewpoints.

As for steps to head off pos-
sible disaster, U Thant said

‘condemn Israel’
resolution

HE U.N. SECURITY CO-

UNCIL LAST WEEK
turned down a draft resolution
which would have condemned
Israel’s recent air attack on a
Syrian irrigation project and
warned of more serious conse-
quences if such incidents were
to recur.

The resolution failed to re-
ceive the majority vote requir-
ed for a Security Council en-
dorsement.

Although virtually all Coun-
cil members deplored, if not
condemned, the bombing, the
majority argued that the pro-
posed draft failed to take ac-
count of the related events
and might serve to aggravate
rather than to reduce border
tension.

Israel contended that the air
strike was a limited response
to a long series of terrorist
bombings carried out on her
territory and under Syriar
sponsorship.

Many speakers emphasized
the need for both parties to
cooperate fully with UN of-
ficers supervising the 1949 Ar-

mistic Agreements — a point
also made in the rejected
draft.

The vote on the resolution,
sponsored by Jordan and Ma-
li, was six in favour with ni-
ne abstensions. Bulgaria, Ni-
geria, the Soviet Union and
Uganda joined the sponsors in
supporting the draft. Argenti-
na, China, France, Japan, the
Netherlands, New Zealand, the
United Kingdom, the United
States and Uruguay abstained

in the vote.

Jordan argued there could
be no justification for trying
to relate Israel’s admitted air
attack with what it called Is-
rael’s unsubstantiated allega-
tions against Syria. Syria
denied any responsibility for,
or knowledge of, any terrorist
raids from its territory into
Israel.
