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THREE GENERATIONS OF PILOTS VISIT AVIATION FLIGHT

The UNFICYP Aviation Flight
recently had the pleasure of en-
tertaining three generations of
pilots. Colonel W. Cox, Royal
Flying Corps and Black Watch
flew Sopwith two seater bi-planes
on the Western Front in 1917.
Colonel Cox, who was a Territorial
Army Officer, later served in the
Second World War as a member
of the RAF Regiment. He retired to
live in Cyprus, near Kyrenia and
is a neighbour and uncle of the
wife of Commander E.W. Sykes,
Royal Navy (Retired).

Commander Sykes was in the
Fleet Air Arm from 1938 to 1959
and flew Warlus and Swordfish
gircraft from cruisers and aircraft
carriers during the Second World
War. He was the second pilot ever
to fly the Seafire aircraft (a naval
version of the famous Spitfire)
from an aircraft carrier. After the
war he held various staff appoint-
ments before retiring to live near
Newton Abbot in Devon. Com-
mander Sykes and his wife have
a holiday home near Kyrenia.
