April 1953, he was suzceeded by
Mr. Dag Hammarskjold, of Swe-
den. On 26 September 1957, Mr.

Hammarskjold was appointed for
a further five-year term beginning
10 April 1958.

After Mr. Hammarskjold’s
death on 17 September 1961 in
an air crash near Ndola, Northern
Rhodesia (now Zambia), the As-
sembly, on the recommendation of
the Security Council, appointed U
Thant, of Burma, on 3 November
1961 as Acting Secretary-General
for a term extending until 10
April 1963.

On 3 November 1962, U Thant
was appointed Secretary-General
for a term extending until 3 No-
vember this year.

RISING FROM SOME BRIEF

REFERENCES IN A RECENT
ISSUE TO IRISH soldiers who
served in other countries, it has
been suggested that more details
would be of interest. Only the
barest outline of the subject can
be given here, based on inform-
ation obtained largely from a re-
cent puplication, ‘Facts About ire-
land’. It is estimated that al-
though the population of Ireland
is now only four-and-a-half mil-
lion, there may be up to 20,000,
000 people of Irish birth or re-
cent lIrish descent throughout the
world. From earliest times the
Irish have gone abroad as mission-
aries, as emigrants and as sol-
diers.

From the sixth to ninth cen-
turies Irish monks journeyed
over most of Europe founding
centres of learning throughout
the continent. But the great
exodus began when, between
the 16th and 18th centuries,
thousands of Irishmen joined
continental armies and many
distinguished themselves in the
service of France, Spain, Aus-
tria and Russia.

In 1691, after the siege of
Limerick and the final defeat
of the Jacobite cause in Ire-
land, 11,000 sailed for France
to form the famous Irish Bri-
gade which fought for France
in the wars of the 18th cent-
tury. Thousands more, driven
into exile by the severity of

the Penal Laws against their
religion, fought in almost all
the continental wars of the
time.

Irish emigration to North
America began after the
Cromwellian wars and conti-
nued during the 18th century.
By 1775 there was a substan-
tial Irish element in the Ame-
rican population and several

of the signatories of the Dec-
laration of Independence were
of Irish birth or descent.

It was from these emigrants
of all denominations that great
numbers of the soldiers of the
American War of Independ-
ence were drawn. It has been
estimated that they accounted
for up to one half of George
Washington’s Army. Emigra-
tion to the United States was
much accelerated by the Great
Famine from 1845 to 1848
which resulted in the collapse
of the social and economic
structure of the country. Large
numbers of these, and their
descendants, fought with U.S.
armies from the time of the
Civil War onwards.

In addition, many went to
England, Australia, Canada
and to a lesser extent, to La-
tin American countries such as
Argentina, Chile and Uruguay
where many Irish people play-
ed a leading part in the inde-
pendence struggle of these
countries.

In pursuance of its policy
to support the United Nations
since it was admitted to Mem-
bership in December, 1955,
Ireland has contributed a large
number of troops to the UN
Force in the Congo (ONUC)
and to Cyprus (UNFICYP)
and Irish officers have served
with UN Military Observer
Missions in the Middle East
(Lebanon, Jordan and Syria),
West New Guinea, and in Pa-
kistan and Kashmir.

HE UNITED NATIONS GE-

NERAL ASSEMBLY WILL
BEGIN ITS twenty-first session at
3 p.m. on Tuesday, 20 September
1966, at United Nations Head-
quarters in New York.

Up to 29 August, the As-
sembly had been asked to con-
sider 90 items. Subsequently,
nine Member States sent a
letter to the Secretary-Gene-
ral, U Thant, requesting that
the Assembly take up the is-
sue of the ‘“restoration of the
lawful rights of the Peoples’
Republic of China in the Unit-
ed Nations’’. In 1965, there we-
re 108 items on the agenda
as approved.

The provisicnal agenda, is-
sued on 22 July 1966 as Do-
cument A./@350, lists recurring
questions — such as annual
reports of the Secretary-Gene-
ral and the Councils — as well
as items ordered for inclusion
by the Assembly at previous
sessions.

The Assembly’s session will
be opened by the Chairman of
the Italian Delegation — the
Foreign Minister of Iialy, Sig-
nore Fanfani, was President oi
the twentieth session. After a
minute of silent meditation, the
Assembly will proceed to elect
its President for the new ses-
sion.

SYRIA DENIES
RESPONSIBILITY
FOR LAND
MINE INCIDENT

YRIA LAST WEEK

DENIED ANY RES-
PONSIBILITY for a land-
mine incident in Israel
which was the subject of
an Israeli complaint ma-
de earlier to the Security
Council.

In a letter to the Coun-
cil. Ambassador George
Tomeh said that Syria
“has no relations whatso-
ever with the alleged in-
cident” and that she was
ready to cooperate with
the Mixed Armistice Com-
mission in any investiga-
tion it might conduct.

Israel had charged that
a group of civilian wor-
kers were injured in a
land-mine blast near the
Demilitarized Zone sepa-
rating Israel from Syria.
It added that footprints
had been found leading to
the scene from dirgction
of a Syrian military posi-
tion and returned in the
same direction.

DISARMAMENT COMMISSION REPORT

LITTLE - PROGRESS,
BUT HOPE FOR
FUTURE MOVES

AN ACCOUNT OF CONTINUING EFFORTS TO ACHIEVE PRO-
GRESS toward disarmament is contained in a report received
from Geneva which said that this year’s disarmament talks at the
United Nation’s European Headquarters had been useful despite

lack of any specific agreement,
meeting of minds in the future.

The report covered the Ja-
nuary-August discussions bet-
ween 17 nations — the 18th
official member, France, re-
mained absent — and was sig-
ned by the two joint chairmen,
the Soviet Union and the Unit-
ed States.

Except for its brief assess-
ment of usefulness of the ne-
gotiations, the report simply
comprised of official records
of debates and the formal pro-
posals already made public.

Most of the discussions dealt
with preventing a further
spread of atomic weapons, an
issue on which both the So-
viet Unon and the United Sta-
tes had previously submitted
draft treaties. The USSR con-
tends that the U.S. draft has
loopholes that would allow
other nations, particularly the
Federal Republic of Germany,
to get its hands on atomic

and that they might

facilitate a

weapons. The U.S. denied this
and argued that the Soviet
draft would prevent normal
consultations between allies on
nuclear strategy. The record,
however, did mot suggest that
the positions of the two ma-
jor military Powers were ir-
reconcilable.

Among the non-aligned na-
tions, the predominant theme
was that atomic non-prolife-
ration should be accompanied
or followed by measures to cut,
existing nuclear arsenals and
to prevent their use against
non-nuclear powers, if not ge-
nerally.

On another atomic issue —
extending to underground de-
tonations, a subject not cover-
ed by the present nuclear
test ban — the United States
and the Soviet views remained
essentially unchanged.

MUST LEARN
10 CO-EXIST
U THANT
TELLS ALBANY
SEMINAR

HE UN SECRETARY-GENE-
RAL, U THANT, DECLARED

last week that mankind was
marching toward a great synthesis
in which conflicting political ideo-
logies and economic and social
attitudes would have to learn to
co-exist peacefully, just as reli-
gions have done. He said this
would come about either by
peaceful change or, if forces re-
sisting the peaceful change made
it necessary, by violent methods.
U Thant stressed that the
United Nations already existed
as an international instrument
for bringing about a peaceful
change, and that its key role
under the Charter was to serve
as a center for harmonizing
actions of Member States to-
wards the achievement of
common goals. In this con-
text, he recalled that the late
President Roosevelt had sug:
gested that the head of the
UN Secretariat be called Mo-
derator rather than Secretary:
General, and said he felt that
the title aptly described the
work he had tried to do.
The Secretary-General con
sidered that the most difficult
problem facing mankind was
the growing gap between the
rich and the poor. He felt this
was more explosive and, in the

long run, more dangerous,
than a conflict between ideo-
logies.

U Thant made these com
ments at a seminar on peace
ful change held at the New
York State University in Al
bany, capital of the state o
New York. :
