WEST
AFRICA
BEFORE
ASSEMBLY ?

N THURSDAY OF LAST

WEEK, thirty-five African
States request that priority be
given to the question of South
West Africa when the United Na-
tions General Assembly opens its
new session next month. Last
month, the African group den-
ounced as ‘incredible’ the decision
of the World Court that, on
technical grounds, it could not
receive complaints lodged six
years ago by Ethiopia and Liberia
against South Africa’s racial and
other policies in that territory.

Without going into the sub-
stance of the complaints, the
Court ruled, by 87 votes,
that the two plaintiffs had

failed to establish any legal-

standing in the matter — any
right to seek redress, what-
ever might be wrong in the
administration of the territo-

ry.

South West Africa became
a League of Nations mana-
date in 1920 under South
Africa’s administration. Fol-
lowing WW Il and the demise
of the League, the UN Gene-
ral Assembly sought to bring
it under UN Trusteeship but
South Africa refused. She ar-
gued that the mandate lap-
sed with the disolution of the
League and that, in any
event, the United Nations was
not the inheritor of the Lea-
gue. Therefore, she has sta-
ted that she owes no ac-
counting to the new interna-
tional Organisation and has
administered the territory as
South

an integral part of

Africa,

The African group’s chair-
man, Ambassador Arkhurst of
Ghana, has charged that the
World Court shunned its res-
ponsibilities and sought regu-
ge in legal technicalities, the-
reby feeding the arrogance of
South African racists and bet-
raying the 450,000 Africans
who make up the bulk of the
territory’s population. Ambas-
sador Achkar Marof of Gui-
nea, chairman of the Assem-
bly’s Apartheid Committee has
called for sanctions against
South Africa to prevent her
from annexing the territory.

COUNCIL DEBATE ON
BRITISH CHARGE

CONTINUES

New Zealand urges UN
investigation of incident

HE UNITED NATIONS SECURITY Council last week continued
to debate a British charge, categorically denied by the United
Arab Republic and the Yemen, that two UAR aircraft operating

from the Yemen attacked a village

in the Federation of South

Arabia. The debate continues this week.

Britain's charge was not on-
ly denied by both countries—
both countercharged that Brit-
ain’s only purpose in making
the complaint was to use the
Security Council as a smoke-
screen for her own efforts to
perpetuate her colonialist con-
trol of the area.

Faced with conflicting sta-
tements regarding the alleged
incident, the New Zealand re-
presentative proposed that the
Council should ask the Secre-
tary-General to arramge for
an immediate investigation to
be carried out by experienced
United Nations personnel. On-
ly in this way, it was argued,

"~ could the Council secure from

an objective source facts on
which to base whatever deci-
sion it might take. This pro-
posal was supported in general
by five of the Council mem-
bers and Britain herself.

However, the Soviet Union,
Bulgaria and Jordan argued
that the British complaint was
so lacking in substance that
the Council should not be con-
sidering it, let a'one the des-
patch of a UN investigating

team to look into this ‘un-
founded’ claim.

Nigeria, supported by
France, felt the facts of the

matter should be established,
but urged time for delegaticns
to seek a consensus in order
that the Councils’ decision
might carry the maximum
weight. New Zealand did not
oppose this suggestion for
postponement of a vote on her
draft reso'ution, but reserved
the right to ask for a vote
before week’s end.

U THANT:

DECISION AFTER
MEXICO VISIT

PEAKING IN NEW

YORK last week in an-
swer to correspondents’ qu-
eries regarding a report that
he had already decided
against offering himself
for a second term of of-
fice, the United Nations Se-
cretary-General, U Thant,
said he had no comment to
make at this time, but
would announce his deci-
sion early next mcnth after
returning from his planned
visit to Mexico and Chile.

The Secretary-General
will be leaving New York
on August 24th and is due
back at Headquarters se-
ven days later. Whilst in
Santiago, Chile, he will in-
augurate the new headquar-
ters bui'ding of the United
Nations Economic Commis-
sion for Latin America.

U THANT 'DELIGHTED’' AS INDONESIA REJOINS UNESCO

Indonesia’s return welcomed

AST WEEK THE UNIT-

ED Nations Secretary-
General, U Thant, said he was
gratified by the news that In-
donesia and Malaysia had rea-
ched an accord putting to an
end the strained relations
which had existed between the
two countries since the Fede-
ration of Malaysia’s coming
into being in three years ago.

On the same day it was an-
nounced that Indonesia has
advised the UN’s Educational
and Scientific Organisation
that it was ready to resume
active participation in its
work. Indonesia  withdrew
from the United Nations last
year in protest against the
election of Malaysia to a seat
on the Security Council. In

subsequent actions she with-
drew from UNESCO and other
U.N. specjalised agencies of
which she was a member. The
Secretary-General expressed
himself as ‘delighted’ by the
resumption of Indonia’s parti-
cipation in the work of UNES-
CO and said that he was sure
that ‘any further steps in this
direction’ would be welcomed.
