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SHADOW OF VIET-NAM CONFLICT HANGS
OVER OPENING OF UN's 'COMING OF AGE'
ASSEMBLY SESSION

HE TWENTY-FIRST REGULAR SESSION OF THE UN General
Assembly last week began preparations to examine and act on
a wide range of problems bearing upon peace and the well-being

of menkind.

The first days of work were marked by the address by
President Ferdinand Marcos of the Philippines, the opening
of the general debate, and a preliminary agreement on an
agenda of 95 items to be given detailed consideration in the

coming three months.

The agenda, approved by the
Assembly’s steering committee,
included such issues as disar-
mament and peaceful uses of
outer space, the representation
of China in the UN, problems
of decolonization and econo-
mic development, elimination
of opartheid and the promotion
of fundamental freedoms, de-
velopment of international law,
and administrative and budge-
tary matters of concern to the
world Organization.

Two issues figured prominent-
ly in statements heard last week
in the Assembly — the Secretary-
Generalship of the United Na-
tions, and the war in Viet-Nam,
which although not formally on
the Assembly’s agenda, evoked
many expressions of concern.

In his inaugural address to the
Assembly, the new President —
Ambassador Abdul Rahman Pazh-
wak of Afghanistan — said he
hoped that the present session
would be known as the Assembly
of Reason devoted to a stronger
United Nations. He called for in-
tensified efforts to achieve disar-
mament, racial equality, non-
intervention in the internal affairs
of States, peaceful co-existence,
and an economic revolution which
would lead to economic and poli-
tical freedom.

In a state address to the As-
sembly, President Marcos of the
Philippines renewed a three-
nation cail for an all-Asian peace
conference on Viet-Nam and em-
phasized that the Soviet Union
should be one of the participants.

President Marcos recalled the
USSR’s successful conciliation of
India and Pakistan at Tashkent
earlier this year. On behalf of his
own country, along with Malaysia
and Thailand, he urged for a
""new Tashkent for South-East
Asia’’.

As the General Assembly
opened its overall general de-
bate on Thursday, U.S. Am-
bassador Arthur Goldberg de-
clared that the United States
would halt bombing of North
Viet-Nam and withdraw troops
from the South provided Hanoi
took a reciprocal action under
international supervision.

Mr. Goldberg asked North
Viet-Nam: Would she promise to
promptly curb -her military action
against the South if the U.S. first
stopped bombing the North?
Would she agree to a schedule

AT UN

HE GREEN, GOLD, RED,

WHITE AND BLACK
FLAG of the newly indepen-
dent Caribbean State of Guy-
ana was raised on the morn-
ing of 22 September alongside
the flags of other United Na-
tions Member States at UN
Headquarters in East 42nd
Street, New York.

Among those attending the
flag-raising ceremony were Mr
L. Forbes Burnham, Prime Mi-
nister of Guyana; Mr. Abdul
Rahman Pazhwak of Afghani-
stan, President of the 21st
session of the UN General
Assembly, and U Thant, Se-
cretary-General of the UN.

U Thant stated that he wel-
comed the occasion because it
symbolized Guyana’s coming
of age as an independent na-
tion and its entry into the
world community on a free and
equal basis. It also marked
another step towards the uni-
versality of the United Na-
tions.

The green background of
the flag is said to represent
the agriculture and the forest-
ed nature of Guyana. A white
border represents its rivers
and water potential. The gold
colour symbolizes the country’s
mineral wealth; the black re-
presents endurance; and the
red, the zeal and dynamic
nature of the task of nation
building which lies ahead of
the new country.

EARS OF PEACE FOL-

LOWED THE BATTLE
OF WATERLOO and the Re-
giment was stationed in va-
rious places, including Cana-
da, until April 1854 when it
embarked for the Crimea. At
the Battle of the Alma, Ser-
geant Luke O’Connor carried
the Queen’s Colour for the
greater part of the day, al-
though severely wounded,
and behaved with such bra-
very that he won a commis-
sion in the field and was
one of the first recipients of
the Victoria Cross. The
Queen’s Colour was pierced
twenty six times by bullets
and its |staff was badly
shattered. Captain Bell of the
Regiment also won the V.C.
at the Alma for capturing a
Russian gun single handed.

The Regiment returned to
England in 1856 and the fol-
lowing year embarked for
China; however on reaching
Capetown they were diverted
to India to help suppress
the Indian Mutiny. At the
relief of Lucknow V.C.s were
won by Lt Hackett and Boy
Monger.

The 2nd Battalion was
raised in June, 1858, from
men of the 1st Battalion and
from recruits, under com-
mand' . of Lt Col Bell, V.C.
During the next ten years
the Regiment served in nu-
merous overseas stations and
then in 1873 the battalion
was selected as one of the
three Dbattalions to go to
Ashantee to free Britsh cap-
tives and punish the tribes-
men. It returned to England
in 1874 to take part in Royal
Review at Aldershot in ho-
nour of Tsar Alexander of
Russia.

In the middle of 1874 the
1st Battalion was sent to
India as a result of the Bri-
tish defeat by the Afghans
at Maiwand but saw no ac-
tive service until joining the

Burma expedition in 1885.

The 1st Battalion, in 1889,
won the N.C.O.s Cup at the
Bengal Presidency Rifle As-
sociation Meeting, the All-
India, Inter-Regimental Cup
for Rifle Shooting and, i
1890, the Commander
Chief in India’s Musketry
Cup. Perhaps because of this
fine record the Battalion was
chosen to take part in the Ha-
zara, Black Mountain Expe-
dition of 1891, its first taste
of Frontier Warfare.

to England in 1897 and then
in 1899 sailed for South Afri-
ca to join the 6th (Fusilier)
Brigade. The Battalion never

for a progressive withdrawal from

South Viet-Nam of all outside
forces, including North Viet-
Namese?

Mr. Goldberg said that the US
had come to the military aid of
South Viet-Nam simply to help
her repel aggression from the
North. His Gvernment, he said,
was not engaged in an anti-Com-
munist crusade and remained
ready for unconditional negotia-
tions and a peaceful settlement
on the basis of the 1954 Geneva
agreements.

Soviet Foreign Minister An-
drei Gromyko, on Friday, told
the General Assembly that,
despite a “torremt of words”
flowing from Washington des-
tined to prove that the United
States was looking for a peace-
ful way out of Viet-Nam, the
fact remained that each “so-
called peace offensive” from
Washington was followed by
a further escalation of aggres-
sive actions.

Mr. Gromyko said that the
statement made by US Ambassa-
dor Goldberg still amounted to a
defence of his Government’s
aggressive course and gave no
sign of its serious intent to seek
a settlement. There already ex-
isted a programme for a settle-
ment in accord with International
Law, he argued, as put forward
by the Hanoi Government and the
South Viet-Namese National Li-
beration Front. It called for un-
conditional cessation of US bomb-
ing of North Viet-Nam, with-
drawal of US and other foreign
forces from South Viet-Nam, and
leaving the Viet-Namese people
free to settle their own problems.
It was, he said, the duty of every
State to declare its support for
the Viet-Namese, denounce
American aggression, and demand
the withdrawal of US and allied
armed forces.

Following tradition, Brazil was
the first speaker in the general
debate. Foreign Minister Juracy
Magalhaes regretted that means
to halt the Viet-Nam conflict
had not yet been found. On the
other hand, he said, successful
peace efforts had been made in
the Dominican Republic, in last
year’s India-Pakistan conflict,
in the Palestine area, and in Cy-
prus. He called for a Charter re-
vision to set forth clearly how UN
peace-keeping operations should
be undertaken and paid for, and
stressed the need to promote an
adequate rate of economic growth
in under-developed countries.
