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MEDICAL GONFERENCE AND GASEVAG DEMONSTRATION

It has been customary for the Chief Medical Officer to
hold a conference for the Medical and Dental Officers of all
Contingents at approximately two monthly intervals. Points
for discussion are submitted by any medical officer for ths

views of all other participants.

On Friday 29th May a
variation was made in that
Senior Medical Officer, Swed-
con demonstrated the Swedish
Volvo cross-country ambulan-
ce vehicle, collapsible stretcher
and light-weight splints.

In addition the Army Air
Corps were Kkind enough to
demonstrate the Sioux Heli-
copter and the Stokes Litter,
and show what a smooth ride
any seriously injured patient
can be given from an OP to
hospital. The Force Health
Inspector volunteered as a
“Casualty’”, and having been
dealt with by two medical
officers, was ‘“taken for a
ride” over Nicosia. The SMO
Cancon act-d as Flight Medi-
cal Officer and found it quite
practicable to minister to his
patient whilst in flight, pro-
vided the helicopter door had
been removed.

It was agreed that further
demonstrations, particular to
medical oderlies, of the method
of wrapping a patient in blan-
kets for carriage in a Stokes
Litter were essential.

The Sioux is capable of
carrying two lying casualties,
one in each of two Stokes

Litters mounted on the under-
carriage cross members and
secured by four quick release
units. Casualties weighing up
to 225 pounds may be carried.

® The “casualty” is made
comfortable.

-

Some contingents have at
their own medical centres a
Stokes Litter. This means
that in the event of serious
injury a helicopter can he
summoned whilst the casualty
is being loaded onto the litter.
The litter can then be fitted
in about 20 seconds to the heli-
copter. If necessary the litter
can be quickly detached and
us.d to carry the patient into
the operating theatre.

This facility of quickly
fitting  and removing  the
Stokes Litters and the ability
to use them as stretchers has
obvious advantages. Though
two casualties can be evacuat-
ed at once, normally it would
only be necessary to use one
and in this case a medical offi-
cer or orderly would travel in
the passenger seat. From
this position with his seat
straps secured but his shoulder
straps slackened off, he can
reach the casualty in order to
administer injections or reas-

surance. It should be appre-
ciated that the Stokes Litter
is not covered and the casual-
ty, regaining consciousness to
find himself 2,000 feet above
the ground and subject to a
70 mile .an hour wind, may
certainly need reassurance.

Stop Press

It was announced in New
York last evening that the
Secretary-General of the
United Nations, U Thant,
had recommended a further
mandate of six months for
UNFICYP to the Security
Council.
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
